The following slides introduce the individual letters of the
Russian Cyrillic alphabet, with their IPA values, and some
internationalism that should be decipherable with the letters
you have already been shown at that point.

Remember that the Cyrillic alphabet is primarily derived from
the Greek, rather than Latin, alphabet. If you know the values
of individual Greek letters (e.g. that rt is ‘Pi’), this will make
the task of learning Cyrillic a lot easier.

Solutions for the individual tasks contained in this document
are found on later pages.
